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“1) None of the proponents had the strength in design
proposals for giving all 3 projects or any two projects to
any single proponent. 4

(i) It was, therefore, felt desirable by the assessors to
allot 3 projects to 3 different Architect/Proponents. This
will also be appropriate considering the scale of the
project and the manageability of the same.”
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
